Department Objectives 

The purpose of the In-patient and Day Therapies Units is to be an integral part of the specialist palliative care provision to adult patients, their carers and friends within the palliative care philosophy framework identified by the World Health Organisation.

All registered nurses must be currently registered with the Nursing and Midwifery Council. They must be conversant with, and work within, the Nursing and Midwifery Council’s Code of Professional Conduct.

All nurses at Katharine House Hospice report to the Hospice Lead Nurse/ Senior Staff Nurse of the Unit in which they are working and are accountable to the Director of Care.

Pay
The Registered Bank Nurse will be paid at the Staff Nurse Level 1 rate.

The Role of the Registered Bank Nurse
All Bank Nurses are required to:

1. Report to the nurse in charge of the shift and introduce themselves

2. Receive a report on the patients’ current condition and care requirements
3. Work with a contracted member of staff

4. Use their skills as registered nurses as directed by the nurse in charge of the shift
5. Report to the nurse in charge any relevant observations regarding patients’ and relatives’ care

6. Participate in delivering the highest possible standard of palliative nursing care to patients and families

7. Be fully conversant with all Katharine House Hospice policies
8. Participate in the administration of medications according to the Katharine House Hospice policy and Nursing and Midwifery Council’s guidelines

9. Make complete and contemporaneous records, in accordance with Katharine House Hospice policy and procedure

10. Complete a mandatory training day
There is no obligation for Katharine House Hospice to offer bank hours. Hours will be available depending on the needs and numbers of patients, which may change at short notice.

There is no obligation for staff to accept hours offered, but once accepted staff are contractually obliged to fulfil the agreed shift. By mutual agreement arrangements may be changed should patient dependency change suddenly.
Registered Bank Nurses are not required to:
1. Take charge of a shift

2. Prescribe a plan of nursing care

3. Assume responsibility for medicine rounds

Registered Bank Nurses are encouraged to participate in the In House education initiatives at Katharine House Hospice.
Infection Prevention and Control

In accordance with the Health and Social Care Act 2008, the post holder will actively participate in the prevention and control of infection within the capacity of their role.  The Act requires the post holder to attend infection prevention and control training on induction and at regular updates and to take responsibility for the practical application of the training in the course of their work.  Infection prevention and control must be included in any personal development plan or appraisal.

This post requires clearance by the Disclosure & Barring Service at an enhanced level
This job description outlines Katharine House Hospice’s intentions for this post at the time of writing.   As the organisation changes specific objectives, responsibilities, functions, and tasks within the role may be added, removed, narrowed or widened.   These may happen as part of the performance review process, or as part of wider organisational changes.   Katharine House will discuss all such amendments with the post-holder, and will seek to incorporate the views of the post-holder in any amended Job Description.   Should the post holder be dissatisfied with any amended job description, then formal action can be taken through the grievance procedures.
